Years later, after over a decade living and working
in France—and travelling through various francophone countries—she returned home
with a mission: to transform how language and vital skills are taught, starting with
children.

Launched in April 2025, the French Workshop is our flagship programme aimed at helping
children aged 6 to 12 fall in love with French through fun, immersive, and interactive learning
experiences. Held in East Legon( hoping to expand to other areas), this weekly programme
offers more than grammar and vocabulary—it nurtures curiosity, confidence, and connection to
francophone cultures.

2026 and beyond we plan to expand the programme to include more adults and professionals
seeking to improve their French fluency for work or travel. Key future plans also include
collaborating with local schools, organising cultural exchange events, and offering other
language workshops i.e. Spanish, further supporting Ghana’s multilingual future. Our Skills
Workshops will include tech, arts and photography skills. We hope to do this with the collective
support, collaborations, donations and help from you and our community in Ghana. At The Skills
